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Israel had endured twenty years of defeats at the hands of their arch enemy, the Philis-

tines. 

They were weary of being pushed around and beaten down by their enemy.  They 

òlamented after the Lord.ó  Samuel led them into a spiritual renewal.  A renewal that 

involved putting away strange gods, repenting of their sins, and renewing their commit-

ment to the Covenant of God.  In the midst of that spiritual renewal, the enemy came 

against them once again.  This time, òthe Lord thundered with a great thunder on that 

day upon the Philistines and discomfited (confused) them and they were smitten before 

Israel.ó  Samuel erected a stone and called the name of it Ebenezer which means; 

òHitherto hath the Lord helped us.ó  He marked the time and the place where God thun-

dered a miraculous victory into the lives of His people.  The word òhithertoó refers to the 

past, the present and is a prediction of the future. The word means òfrom then until 

nowó, òup to this pointó, òthus faró, òfrom yonder to hereó the Lord has helped us.   

 

All of us have our òhithertoó, our yonder to here, our then to now.  It has not all been 

pleasant and smooth.  We have had our disappointments, our sorrows and even our sins 

as did Israel.  We have experienced some defeats as the enemy has pushed us around 

and stolen our harvests from time to time.  We may have faltered along the way, hurt 

one anotherõs feelings, not always gotten along with each other.  We have made some 

unwise decisions and choices.  Our hitherto has also been marked with some thunder-

ous victories from the Lord of heaven.  Hitherto hath the Lord helped us.  He has been 

faithful and constant.  We can mark times and places when God thundered victories 

from heaven on our behalf.  The word, òhithertoó suggests that there has been a past 

and there is a present but also that there is a future.  Itõs not over yet.  We are not fin-

ished yet.  God is not finished yet.  There is more to come.  God will be faithful yet again 

and again.  Past proof are sure signs of His future faithfulness.   

 

Two thousand and eleven will need to be a year of thunderous miracles from heaven.  

Our God has promised to be faithful as we follow the Lord with all of our hearts.  Believe 

with me!  Expect with me!  We will have Ebenezer times and places in 2011.  Praise be 

to God!
